The meeting was held at Village Hall, 244 Vineyard Road, Huntington Bay, NY 11743.
Mayor Dara called the organizational meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Dara discussed the Village’s current sanitation concerns, including inconsistent billing and
difficulty obtaining customer service assistance. Michael White, attorney for Winters Bros., addressed
the Board and stated that the company is willing to work with the Village by implementing standardized
pricing, eliminating fuel surcharges, and providing a designated hotline contact for residents. The
company anticipates implementing these improvements by March 1, 2026.

In light of these commitments, the Board expressed satisfaction with the proposed improvements and
determined that the Village will no longer proceed with soliciting bids for garbage collection services and
will continue its relationship with Winters Bros./Waste Management.

Public Comments
No public comments.

Police Chief’s Report (September 2025)
Chief Jack delivered the Police report to the Board. The Huntington Bay Police Department (HBPD)
responded to 57 priority calls and issued 33 summonses during the month of January.

Two arrests were made during the reporting period.

The budget is running according to projections.

Mayor’s Report
The Mayor delivered his report to the board.

To date, the Village has been awarded approximately $96,000 in grant funding. This includes a $50,000
grant for the engineering plans for the reconstruction of the former boat ramp at Harbor Hill and East
Shore Road. The Village will be seeking an additional grant to fund the construction and labor portion of
the project.



Road Commissioner Report
Trustee Beuerlein delivered her report to the board.

Snow plowing operations throughout the Village went well. While there were some complaints that
certain roads were not plowed to their full width, the Commissioner noted that, given the significant
snowfall, this was unavoidable.

All potholes resulting from winter conditions will be addressed this spring.

Village Administrator’s Report
Mrs. Catanese delivered her report to the board.

All Village taxes have been paid in full. As a result, no lien sale will be necessary in March.

There was one application before the Zoning Board of Appeals for DiLorenzo, 108 Bay Avenue, seeking
approval for a two-car garage located in the front yard. The application was approved with conditions
and will be before the Board next month.

The Village is currently in the process of gathering required landscape permits.

A CHIPS grant reimbursement in the amount of $12,100 was submitted for Huntington Bay Road paving.
A POP grant reimbursement in the amount of $2,515 was submitted for pothole repairs.

The 2026/2027 tax assessment roll was made available on February 1. Tax Grievance Day is scheduled
for Tuesday, February 17. A list of grievance requests requiring Board action will be provided next
month.

Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Trustee Anna to approve the January 2026, minutes, it was seconded by Trustee
Doan and unanimously approved (4-0).

Financials
The financial reports have been made available to the Board.

The financials were presented to the Board. After discussion, a motion to accept the bills as presented
was made by Trustee Beuerlein, it was seconded by Trustee Anna and unanimously approved (4-0).

A motion was made by Mayor Dara to adjourn the meeting and enter into Executive Session to speak
about confidential matters at 7:50PM. It was seconded by Trustee Anna and unanimously approved 4-0.
They came out of executive session at 7:50PM.

A motion was made by Mayor Dara to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Trustee Anna
and unanimously approved (4-0). The meeting was adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
